Rules of
The Russian School

General Provisions
September 1st, 2004

General Provisions

1. The Russian School is one of the lines of activity of the Russian-American Federation.

2. The Russian School is a self-funded not for profit organization.

3. The Russian School is an educational institution specializing in the study and development
of Russian language skills. Student discipline is not a part of the curriculum of The Russian
School.

4. The Russian School is not the owner of the space provided for teaching but is responsible
for safety and protection of the property upon which classes are taught.

5 The activities of The Russian School are conducted in accordance with all applicable
laws, rules and regulations.
6 The administration of The Russian School reserves the right to make changes to these

rules at any time.

Rules of Student Behavior

1. Students must be in the classroom 5 minutes prior to the beginning of any class.

2. Students are forbidden to run at any time.

3. During school hours students are forbidden to leave the physical territory of the school
without permission and the supervision of an adult designated and authorized by The Russian
School.

4. Students must follow all instructions and requirements of teachers at school and must be
respectful to teaching staff.

5. Parents are responsible for all damage to school property caused by their student.

6. Students must be respectful to each other at all times, showing special care to younger
children.

7. Threats, bullying or any threats of violence are forbidden at all times.

8. Students must be self-disciplined at all times and must not engage in any action or activity
that disrupts the educational process.

9. Students who do not follow these rules will be disciplined. Upon the first offense The
Russian School Administration will have a conversation with the student in the presence of the



student’s parent or parents. Upon the second offense the student is turned out from class and
the Administration will have a second conversation with the student and their parent or parents.
Upon the third offense the Administration will discharge the student from classes till the end of
the half-year, the parent or parents will be informed in writing and all payments made will be
forfeited.

Clothing and Personal Items

1. Sharp objects of any kind, except as issued by The Russian School, are strictly prohibited.
2. Students must only consume food and drink brought by them from their own homes or
otherwise provided by their own parent or parent except as expressly allowed by The Russian
School.

3. Student clothing must be comfortable and not constrain the students’ movements.
Payment

1. Payment for classes must be made in the form of the check made payable to the
Russian-American Federation.

2. Payment is to be made within 2 weeks of the first day of the beginning of school.

3. An amount equal to 50 percent of the total sum due may be paid within the first two weeks
of the beginning of school and the balance may be paid within a year.

4. Payments made for classes are not refundable.

5. The pricelist for classes is established by the Administration of The Russian School at the
beginning of each year.

6. Payment for a trial class or classes is to be made for each class before the beginning of the
class according to line 5, above.

7. Payments for classes do not include the cost of textbooks and other teaching materials
provided by The Russian School and are subject to an additional payment.

8. Donations to The Russian School are tax deductible. The Russian School Administration will
provide receipts for tax purposes.

The Rights and Duties of The Russian School

1. Student registration begins on August, 1st and is announced in the Russian Town
newspaper.

2. Classes are formed based on the student’s age and knowledge of the subject matter. In the
beginning of the academic year The Russian School Administration offers the students a test to
define the level of their knowledge.

3. Depending on student progress, the Administration of has the right to transfer the student to
another group within a half-year.

4. The curriculum is formed on the basis of Russian teacher’s experience and literature
recommended by the Russian Ministry of Education.

5. The Russian School staff are selected only from the most highly skilled experts.

6. The academic program of The Russian School is based upon the level of knowledge of the
students in a class.

7. The Administration of The Russian School has the right to replace a teacher at any time and
at their sole discretion.

8. The Administration of The Russian School and the Faculty bear responsibility for the



educational process and safety of children at all times while they are in the care of The Russian
School.

Parent’s Duties

1. Property damage caused by parents or their guests is the parents’ sole responsibility.

2. Smoking and/or drinking of alcoholic beverages in the school building is forbidden at all
times.

3. Parents have the right to choose additional classes offered by The Russian School.

4. Students may visit two trial classes at no charge prior to being required to pay.

5. Parents have the right to be present at classes but are required to inform the teacher prior to
the beginning of the class.

6. When parents are present in the school they have an obligation to observe the process and
to make comments to the Administration at a later time and in a manner that neither interferes
with the operation of the classes individually or the school in its entirety or any aspect thereof.
7. Parents are required to familiarize themselves with the requirement of each class and to
assure to the completeness of homework and readiness of the child to participate completely in
class.

Amendments to the Rules of The Russian School, General Provisions,
as of March 12. 2011
General Provisions

4.1.The Church Administration allocates to The Russian School the space for teaching classes
on Sunday, the library for violin classes, office 203 on the second floor and the basement, and
also toilets on the second floor in the Sunday School corridor.

Parent’s Duties

8. Children are forbidden to walk on the territory of the church without adult supervision. It is
the responsibility of the parents to assure that this provision is met.

9. Parents should stay only in the areas specifically allocated for classes of The Russian
School, as described above. Use of any other space is strictly forbidden.

10. Parents are authorized to wait for their children only in the Sunday School Corridor. Waiting
ion any other place is strictly forbidden.

11. Use of any other rooms than those designated for toilet or the disposal of garbage is
forbidden.

Penalties

1. Breaking of the rules of The Russian School by parents or children is subject to the
penalty in the amount of 25 dollars, the full amount of which will be paid by parents in the form
of a check made payable to St. Luke’ s Presbyterian Church.
